








It’s easy to dine well and inexpensively in Angers thanks

to its huge population of students. You'll find everything

from crépes to pizza along rue St Laud, rue St Aubin and
boulevard Maréchal Foch. But for a real taste of Angers there
are just as many restaurants serving high quality regional
Pays de la Loire cuisine with succulent steaks and fresh
seafood.

Acropole Restaurant (+33 (0) 2 41 60 87 88), offers
excellent refined regional cuisine, prepared using local
produce and served in summer on the terrace by the
swimming pool.

Le Bistrot (+33 (0) 2 41 88 37 32), if you're after Pays de la

Loire regional cuisine, a cosy traditional French brasserie or
Bistrot des Lices (+33 (0) 2 41 87 44 10), handy for historic

sites and shops.

Les Caves du Raillement (+33 2 41 88 47 77). You'll get
excellent steaks, mussels and oysters, a busy brasserie
below the swanky Provence Caffé.

Chateau de Noirieux (+33 (0) 2 41 42 50 05), offers
authentic cuisine, served in the Orangery dining room, the
19th century-style veranda extension or on fine days, on the
vast terrace with views of the meadows gently sloping down
to the Loire.

La Ferme (+33 (0) 2 41 87 09 90), sits in the shadow of the
cathedral and features great value dishes made with Anjou
wines.

Les Tonnelles (+33 (0) 2 41 72 21 50), serves cuisine based
on fish fresh from the Loire during the fishing season and the
choice of wines reflect the dishes. The menu changes with
the seasons.

Les Trois Riviéres (+33 (0) 2 41 73 31 88), for a romantic
touch, which offers sweeping views across the Maine. Fish is
a speciality here.

Auberge Angevine (+33 (0) 2 41 20 10 40) is where you can
relive the Middle Ages at the gates of the third millennium.
In a magnificent setting, come and enjoy the fouaces (local

flatbreads) and the mediaeval cuisine of Anjou, drink hypocras

(spiced wine) and be entertained by our troubadours.

This is a great city for a weekend’s retail therapy, catering for
both its young student population and well-heeled residents.
Look out for top value leather goods, shoes, boots, coats
and bags and trendy clothes shops, but also chic boutiques,
high-class jewellers and wonderful chocolatiers.

Place du Railliement, the heart of the city, is the perfect
starting point, home to numerous stores and convenient
cafés for fortifying cups of French hot chocolate and a slice
of the Loire Valley apple Tarte Tatin.

There are also plenty of markets from Tuesday to Saturday
spread across the city:

Place Leclerc, the Saturday flower market particularly pretty
in Spring and Summer. Anjou is a major flower-growing region
and the blooms are outstanding.

Rue St Laud, an organic market is held on on Saturdays.

At other markets you’ll find plenty of fresh oysters, mussels,
olives, cheeses and spices as well as fruit and veg. Local
delicacies to consider taking home include Anjou wines and
patés, the Quernons d’Ardoise blue chocolate, Cointreau
liqueur and pastille mint drops.

Discos are mainly in the suburbs, but in the cafés and bars
along St Laud and rue Bressigny the partying starts way
before sunset.

Bar du Centre, below Hbtel Centre is a big hit with youths
and students, Safari, 23 rue du Mail, is a trendy club-bar, or
for something a little more laid-back try Au Jacare, 46bis for
electro and jazz and two doors down Ti Bazar is great for a
shack supper and then livens up around midnight.

For something different, visit Le Carpe Diem (+33 (0) 2 41

87 50 47), 15 rue St Maurille, a very “in” bar with scheduled
philosophical debates from an interesting crowd. Local beer
is on-tap at easy-going Pacquebot (+33 (0) 2 41 81 06 20)
rue St Laud, opposite is Le Sunset (+33 (0) 2 41 87 85 58)
which concocts its own wicked tropical punch. Chabada, 56
boulevard du Doyenné, stages live music. www.lechabada.

If you’re after something more classical, check out what’s
being staged at the magnificently restored Angers Nantes
Opera House, listings from the tourist office.
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Angers’ is a bustling and thriving city and the property
market reflects this. Prices are favourable compared to other
similarly busy cities in Maine et Loire but remain higher than
many local areas.

There are around 750 properties owned by foreigners

in Anjour and 68% of these are British. They are mainly
concentrated around Baugé and Samur. The Sarthe,
particularly Le Loir Valley, is predicted to become popular
now there is a new exit off the new A28 Autoroute, allowing
for easy access from the UK and also Paris. Good deals on
land and property are still to be had in the Loire Valley since
the Brits have traditionally bought property south and in
Normandy and Brittany. You can buy a plot of building land
for around €30,000 or, at the other end of the scale, buy a
restored mill with part of a river and five islands for under
€600,000, says Sam Carter of Properties in France.
