Currency: The Euro. €1=68p or €1= €1.47 (March 2007).

From outside Ireland dial +353 and 
drop the (0) of the area code.

Time difference: The Republic of Ireland has the same time 
as the UK, Greenwich Mean Time (GMT) in winter, and the 
equivalent of British Summer Time (BST), which is GMT plus 1 
hour, in the summer.

Crafts:
Grafton Street, including the Stephen’s Green Shopping 
Centre, and Henry Street/Mary Street, have an abundance 
of high street stores. Nassau Street is the place to go for 
Irish craft and gift shops including Irish clothing made from 
traditional fabrics such as linen, lace, tweed, and wool. The 
best craft shop in Dublin, however, is Avoca on Suffolk Street 
(off Grafton Street). It is family-run and evolved from the 
long-established Avoca Handweavers in Wicklow. It is a far 
cry from the typical leprechauns and shamrock tourist shop. 
The Avoca restaurant is located on the top floor but there 
are three other floors in the building. The basement sells 
home-cooked cakes, breads, scones, jams etc. They also sell 
beautiful clothing for women and children, modern linen, and 
jewellery. 

Markets:
There are regular farmers’ markets in Leopardstown, 
Ranelagh, Malahide, the International Financial Services 
Centre (IFSC), Dun Laoghaire, Kilkenny, and Dumdrum, where 
you’ll find the freshest produce in the Republic. Also organic 
food markets in Meeting House Square, and Cow’s Lane, 
Temple Bar, which attract a faithful crowd of foodies every 
Saturday. Temple Bar is also Dublin’s second-hand clothes 
mecca and on Saturdays there is a second-hand book market 
on Temple Bar Square. www.irishfarmersmarkets.ie

Antiques:
Francis Street is where you should head for antique 
shops. Grafton Street, the Westbury Mall and Powerscourt 
Townhouse are home to many jewellers where you can 
choose from an array of Celtic designs in gold and silver, and 
of course the Claddagh ring, the traditional Irish wedding 
band.

  Shopping

The best way to see Dublin is to walk. If you’re tired, or 
venturing further afield, the bus services are regular and 
cheap. Keep a good supply of coins as many routes are 
exact fare only.

Travel passes are a good idea if you’re staying for a few 
days, and are obtainable at Dublin Bus, 59 O’Connell Street 
Upper, suburban and DART railway stations, and also 
newsagents displaying the Dublin Bus sign. Bus information 
is available on +353 (0) 1 873 4222. DART electric trains offer 
frequent services up the coast to Howth or down as far as 
Bray, in County Wicklow.

The Dublin Pass visitor card enables free entry to over 30 of 
the city’s top attractions - including Dublin Castle - as well 
as discounts and offers at a selection of shops, restaurants 
and other service providers. Skipping the queues at major 
attractions and travelling free to Dublin city from the airport 
are other benefits of the pass which is available for 1, 2, 3 
and 6 days for both adults and children.
