








Glasgow is alive with culture and this is shown through
its array of different restaurants. With a range of local
and international cuisine at your fingertips you will not be
disappointed with what Glasgow’s culinary scene has to
offer. Here are a few of the city’s restaurants.

Michael Caine at ABode Glasgow (+44 (0) 1415 726011)
with its historic listed features and stunning modern design
which characterise the striking dining room where equally
stunning, modern cuisine is offered, served with friendly,
relaxed and efficient style.

Ho Wong Restaurant (+44 (0) 1412 213550) provides a
fast efficient service and an emphasis on fresh produce,
especially the locally sourced seafood which combine to
provide an enjoyable dining experience.

Oshi (+44 (0) 1413 335702) offers a contemporary award-
winning venue and menu influenced by flavours of the world.

Rogano (+44 (0) 1412 484055) is in a romantic 1930s art
deco building which specialises in seafood. It’s an ideal
venue for pre-theatre champagne and oysters.

Ristorante Piccolo Mondo (+44 (0) 1412 482481) prides
itself on its hedonistic menus of superb choice and quality at
genuine value-for-money prices.

Red Onion (+44 (0) 1412 216000) is a contemporary, smart,
city centre brasserie offering a casual dining experience with
a menu aimed to please every diner.

Rab Ha’s Restaurant (+44 (0) 1415 720400). Robert Hall
was a 19th century inhabitant of Glasgow’s Merchant City
whose passion for delicious food lives on at the restaurant
that bares his name.

Stravaigin (+44 (0) 1413 342665) caters for the typical West-
end mix of customers: tourists, families, musicians, students
and staff from BBC Scotland.

Windows Restaurant (+44 (0) 1413 545070) has built up

a reputation with its many loyal customers for both the
quality of its food, which is prepared from the finest Scottish
ingredients, and its service, which is both effective and
special.
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The award-winning 78 Vincent Street is one of Glasgow’s
restaurant treasures. The French restaurant, formally the
Phoenix Building, has kept some of its old character and
traditional decor whilst still having its own quirky style. The
restaurant used local artists to complete the transformation
to create a contemporary look which gives it a very relaxed
feel, especially once you're sitting in the comfortable leather
chairs.

The menu offers imaginative dishes and is described by
many Glaswegians as having ‘French cooking with a Scottish
flavour’. Appealing to business lunches, couples, and those
who just want to sit and relax with a drink you can pick from
the a la carte menu for between £6.75 and £20.

The restaurant also offers a pre-theatre two-course meal
(£12.40) which is ideal for those wanting to make an evening
of Glasgow’s alluring Scottish culture.

Glasgow has one of the lowest price differentials when
buying bigger houses says the Clydebank quarterly house
buyers’ report which is a snapshot of buyer preferences
within the Scottish market. The report found that when
moving from a two-bed terrace house to a three-bedroom
semi-villa the average price increase is £35,857. This is

in stark contrast to a residence in Aberdeen where the
difference is a staggering £174,585 and this while the current
average price of a house in a major Scottish city is £157,976.
Housing experts say that this is due to interest rates being
so high.

Glasgow has one of the most advanced, fully integrated
public transport systems in Europe. Glaswegians are very
reliant on buses, the underground, and the local railway
network that cross the city and link it to the suburbs. The
Travel Centre at St Enoch Square (+44 (0) 141 226 4826)
is a good starting-point for general Glasgow-wide travel
information.

The Glasgow Underground has twin tunnels providing

a circular service linking 15 stations. Trains are frequent
(approximately one every five minutes), and tickets are
cheap, but must be bought in advance of the journey either
from a machine or from the ticket office at the station.

An extensive network of regular and frequent local rail
services operates in Glasgow, its suburbs and the West

of Scotland. Most suburbs and towns within this area are
accessible by train. If you are staying outside Glasgow and
do not want to drive into the city, you can use the ‘Park-
and-Ride’ system, which allows free parking at suburban
rail stations, where you then continue your journey by train.
CCTV protects most of the parking facilities - the Park-and-
Ride also operates at four Glasgow Underground stations.

Glasgow Central station is the terminus for trains to the
south, including London. Queen Street station is for trains to
the northern Scottish towns, the Highlands, and Edinburgh.

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Glasgow is famous for its shopping, which in the city centre
is defined by the ‘Golden Z’, the shape described by Argyle,
Buchanan, and Sauchiehall streets.

Argyle Arcade is an L-shaped Aladdin’s cave of jeweller’s
shops; Princes Square has all the big designer names and
pavement cafe’s; Buchanan Galleries has all the chain stores.

Other highlights include the refurbished St Enoch Centre
and the Designer Exchange off the elegant Royal Exchange
Square.

The Merchant City area and the West End have a wealth of
bookshops, antique shops (including De Courcy’s Antique
Craft Arcade), and second-hand clothing stores.

Art and antiques you’ll find particularly in West Regent Street
and Bath Street.

The Barras - the open-air street market between Gallowgate
and London Road in the East End - is open at the weekend,
selling antiques, clothing, and food. This is a good place to
buy woollen goods, tartan kilts and scarves, and Celtic-style
jewellery.

Climate: The weather in the UK is changeable throughout the
year, so it is advisable to pack waterproofs and warm clothes
whatever the season. Scotland is not renowned for warm
weather but summer can surprise with long, sunny days. It can
be cool with showers in spring, chilly in autumn, but prepare
for rain all year especially in the winter months.

Currency: The pound sterling (£). For current rate, check with
your bank.
