Climate: Newquay has a relatively mild climate due to its
southerly position and the warming influence of the Gulf
Stream. Snow and frosts are extremely rare and between May
and August, the sun shines for an average of seven hours. As
with elsewhere in the UK, it rains anytime.

Prince Charles’ next ideal model village is expected to
be sited in Newquay and an estimated 850 homes may
be added to the market. The scheme aims to keep with
the area’s traditional building style and have a minimal
environmental impact.

The Newquay area has excellent links with the A30 providing
good access to the rest of the West Country and other
regions in the UK.

Newquay falls into the type 10 category on the ACORN
scale meaning that its residents are most likely to be well off,
educated commuters.

As one of the most popular resorts for surfing and
watersports, house prices in Newquay are considerably
higher than some other parts of Cornwall. Expect to pay at
least £100,000 for a one-bed flat with good access to the
beach. A two bed retirement flat is around £120,000, but if
you’re willing to move further out towards Bodmin, you can
track down houses for about £85,000. But, as with most

of the UK, any property with good access to the coast is
double the price of its inland counterpart. Visit www.britinfo.
