By bus: Norwich bus services are well organised and regular.
For timetables, call +44 (0)1603 223 800. The main bus
station is centrally located at St Stephen’s street. Special
bus tickets for travel within Norwich, and for coach journeys
further a field, are available from The Travel Centre located

at the bus station. Six Park and Ride services currently
operate from the suburbs into the centre of Norwich (price
£2.80). This is a much better option than bringing your

New properties have been springing up in Norwich and May
2007 saw the first families move into an entire new village
that is being constructed five miles away from the city
centre. The project aims to construct 1300 new homes in the
Queen’s Hill area, complete with 86 acres of country park, a
local school and a village centre.

As a part of the new development, Barratt Homes is
constructing 165 homes in Ringland Park area of the
Queen’s Hill development. These will include two to five
bedroom houses and two bedroom apartments, ranging in
price from £146,500 to £258,000. The location allows for
commuters to travel into Norwich and then all over Norfolk
and surrounding counties thanks to extensive rail links.

Norwich is placed amongst the top eight best English cities
for shopping. The Famous covered market, is a distinctive
feature of the city centre, and has recently been given a face
lift.

London Street. The upmarket shops such as Jaeger, Austin
Reed, East, Viyella, and Russell & Bromley are just round the
corner.

The Royal Arcade is old and interesting architecturally, and
has some unusual shops, selling, for example, chocolate and
mustard (for which Norwich is famous, being the home of
Colman’s).

Castle Mall. The main existing mall is more notable for its
design and construction than the calibre of its tenants.

The Chapelfield shopping complex has more than 90 shops,
cafés and restaurants located right in the heart of Norwich,
including House of Fraser, H&M, Mango, USC, French
Connection, Oasis, Zara, River Island and Borders.

Climate: The weather in the UK is changeable throughout

the year, so it is advisable to pack waterproofs and warm
clothes whatever the season. May-August offers mild to
warm temperatures. Winters can be wet, with the lowest
temperatures (-3°C to 6°C) expected between December and
February. Norwich’s climate is affected by the proximity of the
coast and the Norfolk Broads, so summers are mild and the
winters wet.
